Using the PNGP6:
1. Connect your smart phone or any other 
    device to either of the USB ports via a 
    compatible USB cable.  Press the  power 
    button to start charging your device.
2. During charging, the indicator will illuminate, 
     letting you know the remaining capacity 
     the PNG6 has left. 
3. To see how much charge is left on the 
    PNGP6, press the switch at any time and the 
    3 indicators will let you know how much 
    charge is left.
5. Disconnect your device from the PNGP6, 
    and the charging will be automatically cut o� 
    after 3 seconds.
6. To activate or turn o� the �ashlight press the 
    power button twice quickly.

Charging the PNGP6
When the PNGP6 is running out of power, it
can be charged in several ways as below.

Not provided

1. When charging the PNGP6, the indicators
     will be illuminated showing the progress of
     charging.
2. When the PNGP6 is fully charged the 
     indicator lights will turn o� automatically.
3. The charging time of the PNGP6 depends
     on the output power sauce. And can take 
     up to 6~8 hours.

Please note: Fully recharge the PNGP6 at
least once every 3 months if not used 
regularly.
When charging from the vehicle’s accessory
socket, ensure there are no devices connected
to the output ports.

Using as a charger
1. Ensure the vehicle engine is running.
2. Insert the PNG6 in to the accessory socket.
3. Connect device to be charged with 
     compatible USB cable (Not Supplied). 

Troubleshooting:
Problem:
If after charging for a long period the 
PNGP6 is not showing full capacity.
Possible cause:
1. It has not been charged enough.
2. The adaptor ouput current is too low.
Solution:
1. Charge continuously for at least 
    6~8 hours.  
2. Use the original Micro USB adaptor which
     came with your device.
Problem:
The PNGP6 cannot charge other devices.
Possible cause:
1. No power or low power.
2. Failed input cable and connectors or
    connector is incorrect.
1. Charge the PNGP6 again.
2. Use another charging cable.
Problem:
The PNGP6 will not charge the device
continuously, or suddenly stops charging
and then resumes.

Troubleshooting continued:
Solution:

Possible cause:
1. Failed cable or connector.
2. Low power.
3. Device may have little power,
    may need a higher voltage source. 
Solution:
1. Use another charging cable.
2. Try charging again.
3. Do not use the device whilst charging
    or charge your device when it still has
    power.
Problem:
When the PNGP6 charges a smart phone
it turns on �ight mode.
Possible cause:
1. Smartphone cannot identify the PNGP6
    when using the wrong or low quality
    cable.
2. Connector is not �tted correctly or it 
    shakes when charging.
Solution:
1. Use the original cable supplied.
2. Reconnect your smartphone  and turn
    �ight mode o�.

Troubleshooting continued:
Problem:
The power indicators keep �ashing.
Possible cause:
1. It begins to warn you that the 
    temperature has exceeded 65°C and
    will automatically power o�.
Solution:
1. Disconnect the cable and put the 
    PNGP6 in a clean and ventilated space.
    Try again once the internal temperature
    of the PNGP6 drops below 55°C.
Problem:
The PNGP6 stops charging suddenly.
Possible cause:
1. No power left.
2. The load is over the limit.
3. Short circuit protection has been 
    activated. 
Solution:
1. Recharge the PNGP6 to activate it.

Caution:
1. Do not drop, knock or disassemble or
    attempt to repair the PNGP6.
2. Do not submerge in water.
3. Do not expose to excessive 
    temperatures or keep near a �re.
4. When you are ready to dispose of the
    PNGP6, please take it to your nearest
    recycling center.
5. Please read this user manual carefully
    before using your PNGP6. 
    The manufacturer / retailer shall not
    be liable to the purchaser for any loss
    that is caused by misuse of the product.
